ORDER:

In the Letter read above, the Director of Rural Development and Panchayat Raj has stated
that the Panchayat Union Primary and Middle Schools located in Rural and Urban areas are the
property of the Panchayat Unions concerned. As per Section 112 of Tamil Nadu Panchayat Act,
1994, it is the statutory responsibility of the Panchayat Unions concerned to ensure the
maintenance of infrastructure facilities in these Schools. Therefore, School Infrastructure
Development Scheme (SIDs) aims to facilitate discharge of the above statutory obligations of the
Panchayat Union and ensure the provision of repair and renovation of existing infrastructure
facilities viz repairs to existing toilets, provision of conventional chulhas, repairs to existing water
supplies, repairs to existing school class rooms, repairs to existing kitchen sheds in the
Panchayat Union Primary and Middle schools located in rural and urban areas.

2. He has further stated that the Panchayat Union Primary and Middle Schools located in
rural and urban areas are the property of the Panchayat Unions concerned as such an amount
of Rs.150.00 Crore shall be met out from the Capital Grant Fund (20%) vested with District
Planning Committee.

3. The Director of Rural Development and Panchayat Raj has requested the Government
to sanction and release a sum of Rs.150.00 Crore by approving the Draft Guidelines for the
implementation of the School Infrastructure Development Scheme (SIDS) for the year

2021-2022.

4. The Government have carefully examined the proposal of the Director of Rural
Development and Panchayat Raj for the implementation of School Infrastructure Development
Scheme (SIDS) for the year 2021-2022 in detail and decided to accept the same and issue the
following orders:- '

(i) Administrative Sanction is accorded for a sum of Rs.115,78,47,500/- (Rupees One
Hundred and Fifteen Crore Seventy Eight Lakh Forty Seven Thousand and Five
Hundred only)and Financial sanction is accorded for the release of
Rs.112,01,47,500/- (Rupees One Hundred and Twelve Crore One Lakh Forty Seven
Thousand and Five Hundred only) for the implementation of School Infrastructure
Development Scheme (SIDS) for the year 2021-2022 and the Director of Rural
Development and Panchayat Raj is hereby permitted to incur the unspent amount
available with the office of Director of Rural Development and Panchayat Raj to the
tune of Rs.3,77,00,000/- (Rupees Three Crore and Seventy Seven Lakhs only).

(i) Detailed Guidelines for the implementation of School Infrastructure Development
Scheme (SIDS) for the vear 2021-2022 is annexed to this order.
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5 The Director of Rural Development and Panchayat Raj is requested to ensure e
proper utilization of proposed fund with utilization certificate and to send the periodical

progress report to Government.

6. The expenditure sanctioned in para 4(j) above shall be debited to the following
Heads of Account : '

7. Necessary funds will be provided in FMA/FSE 2021-22. Pending provision of such

funds, the Director of Rural Development and Panchayat Raj is authorized to draw and
disburse the amount sanctioned in para 4 above to the Districts as per the revised District-wise
tentative allocation of funds under School Infrastructure Development Scheme for the year
2021-22.

8. The Director of Rural Development and Panchayat Raj is directed to monitor the
works very closely and ensure that the quality of works done as per norms. Three stages of
photography of all works, (i.e) prior, during and after the completion of works is mandatory.

ANNEXURE

Guidelines for implementation of School Infrastructure Development Scheme (SIDS)
for the year 2021- 22

introduction:

Panchayat Union Primary and Middle Schools located in rural and urban areas are the
property of the Panchayat Unions concerned. As per section 112 of the Tamil Nadu
Panchayats Act, 1994, it is the statutory responsibility of the Panchayat Unions concerned to
ensure the maintenance of infrastructure facilities in these schools.

This scheme aims to facilitate discharge of the above statutory obligations of the
Panchayat Unions and ensure the maintenance and renovation of existing infrastructure
facilities in the Panchayat Union Primary and Middle Schools located in rural and urban areas.

The programme envisages improvement of all the Panchayat Union Primary Schools
and Middle Schools in rural and urban areas in a phased manner.

1. Selection of schools:
Schools should be selected only from villages where the AGAMT -1I is implemented on
that particular year. The Panchayat Union Schools located in urban areas shall also be taken

up.

Before taking up repair and renovation work of the existing building, a certificate of
structural stability shall be obtained from the Assistant Executive Engineer (RD) concerned.

Repair and renovation work required shall be taken up only in those Panchayat Union
schools where repair and renovation have not been carried out in the last 5 years under any
other scheme. ,

New school building constructions should not be taken up without getting concurrence
from the Director, Rural Development and Panchayat Raj.

2. Type of repair/ renovation works

Repair to the existing facilities inside the school shall be taken up strictly in the
following order of priority:- ~
a) Repairs to existing toilets
The following repair works in existing toilets shall be taken up
i) The repairs and renovation of the existing toilets like repairs to RCC roof, walls,
floors, drains, squatting pans, septic tanks etc. '
i) Wherever required, sanitary tiles may be fixed on the floor and inside walls.
iii) Water supply should be provided in the toilets, either by providing taps and /or

constructing water storage tank.

iv) White washing and colour washing of the toilets (except those buildings, where
white washing / colour washing was done within the last 5 years under any other

scheme).

b) Provision of conventional chulhas

i) Conventional chulhas may be provided in place of incinerators. Provision of new
incinerators may be avoided. Wherever chulhas are provided the safety of students

should be ensured.
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c) Repairs to existing water supply works

i) If the existing water supply system is damaged, repalrs should be carried out to
~ provide water supply to the school.

ii) Extension of pipe line works may be taken up, wherever required.

iiil) Water supply facilities is mandatory in all toilets especially the girls toilets in
Panchayat Union Primary and Middle School.

iv) If required, new drinking water supply connection may be provided from the nearby
water supply line or Overhead Tank (OHT) of the Panchayat along with a small
overhead storage tank. Bore-well water can be provided for other utilities.

v) The tanks being installed should be Sintex tank(s) — Cement / concrete tanks should
be avoided. Wherever necessary and feasible new bore well can also be taken up.
Wherever possible, Rain Water Harvesting (RWH) structure shall be constructed
with a storage tank and a hand pump may be fixed above the storage tank.

d) Repair to the existing school class room building ahd school land area.

The Following works are permitted:

i) Repair / New / replacement of ramp with handrail to all buildings.

ii) Undertaking repairs of RCC roof (in terms of putting up weathering course with
pressed tiles or taking up leak proofing etc.) along with, the provision for rainwater
harvesting wherever the provisions are not available or damaged.

iii) Repairs of damaged tiles / rafters / reapers in buildings with tiled roofing.
iv) Repairs of cracks in building walls.
v) Repair / replacement of doors and windows

vi) Repair/ replacement of damaged flooring
vii) Repair / replacement of wiring where there are issues with electrical fixtures

viii) Colour washing of the buildings with interiors using only oil painting and exterior
using only emulsion. This is not applicable to those buildings where white washing /
colour washing was done within the last 5 years under any other scheme. Painting
of black boards or provision of green boards where required to ensure proper writing
boards in classes is also permitted.

ix) Repair / build Sports infrastructure including ground levelling / rolling, providing fixed
poles for different games and sports material.

e) Repairs to existing kitchen sheds

i) Existing kitchen shed building which are in damaged condition, can be repaired and
renovated, if it is structurally stable and if not repaired for the last 5 years under any

scheme.
3. Selection and finalization of works:

A. With regard to the selection and finalization of works the following procedures have to
be followed:-

i) A committee comprising of following members should be constituted to list out the
details of works to be done.
i) Block Development Officer (Block Panchayat)
ii) Assistant Engineer (RD) / Junior Engmeer)
i Headmaster of the School



if) The above committee members should inspect each and every building, utilities and
play ground in the school, update the requirements in the EMIS (the HM of the
school shall do this work) and finalize the works to be taken up in the Panchayat
Union Primary and Middle Schools.

iii) The detailed format to finalize the repair works shall be communicated to the
Districts, as “Assessment sheet”, by the Director of Rural Development and
Panchayat Raij. : , ~

iv) Once the works are finalized by the committee, the same shall be uploaded on the
TNRD website (SIDS module) and EMIS module of Education department.

B. If the committee is of the opinion that a particular school building, kitchen shed or toilet
is in dilapidated condition and requires total replacement, the committee shall
recommend for demolition of the building. Accordingly, the Executive Engineer (RD)
shall take necessary action for demolition of the building after following the due
procedures stipulated in G.0O.(Ms) No.56 RD&PR (SGS.4) Dept., Dt.03.04.2008 and
amendment issued vide G.0.Ms.No.28, RD & PR (SGS .4) Dept., dated 23.2.2015.

C. The progress of the works shall be uploaded on the SIDS module on the TNRD website
regularly.

D. The School Education Department will develop the platform and modules to record
identified works and track progress on EMIS for Rural Department ofﬂuals at Block,
District and State levels.

4. Test verification of the works proposed:

It is imperative that, from the beginning itself extensive field visits backed by proper test
checks should be undertaken at the stage of preparation of estimates itself which would
facilitate in preparing exact estimates. The test checks conducted should be recorded in
TNRD web site and EMIS. During the test check, the following should be ensured:

i) Any essential item of work has not been wrongly excluded.
i) Unnecessary items of work have not been wrongly included.
iii) Detailed estimates have been prepared.

iv) Any item not permitted in this scheme has not been mcluded

The following officials shall do the test verification of the schools as detailed below:

i) District Collector : 1%
i) Project Director, District Rural Development Agency : 10%
iii) Executive Engineer(RD) . 20%

100% verification should be done by the Assistant Director level officers / AEEs(RD).

5. Administrative Sanction:

The administrative sanction shall be accorded by the District Collector. Before
according administrative sanction, the District Collector should ensure that every proposal for

administrative sanction contains the following:
i) “Assessment sheet” duly signed by members of the selection committee mentioned in

paragraph No.3.
ii) Required percentage of test check by District Level Officials and 100% verification by

AD/AEE (RD) level officers have been satisfactorily completed as mentioned in
paragraph No. 4.
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i) Detailed estimates for each work should be prepared. In any case, no work should be
proposed as per rough cost estimate.

iv) Multiple photographs indicating inner and outer view of the school building, kitchen
shed / toilet should be taken and enclosed along with the estimate itself. If
photographs are not enclosed, Administrative Sanction should not be given by the
District Collector.

Note: For the purpose of fixation of number of works or to have comprehensive estimates, the
works may be treated as follows.
e Demolition work, if any should be treated as one work.
e All school building / class room repairs, in the school campus shall be treated as one
work.
All toilet repairs in school shall be treated as one work.
All kitchen shed repairs in the school shall be treated as one work.
All water supply repair works in the school shall be treated as one work.
All other repair works like compound wall, gate, sports facilities should be treated as
one work.
Hlustration:
. If in a school campus, 2 school building, 2 toilets, 1 kitchen shed are to be repaired and
1 new water supply and one Chulha works are to be taken up, then the number of works shall
be fixed so as:
1 School building repair work
1 Toilet repair work
1 Kitchen shed repair work
Provision of 1 new water supply
Provision of 1 new Chulha '
Thus, totally 5 works should be taken up in the campus.

6. Tendering of works:

Since the works under this scheme are to be executed across the district covering all
the Panchayat Unions, to ensure uniformity, quality and effective monitoring at District level,
DRDA will be the implementing agency. The Project Director, DRDA shall be tender inviting
authority. After finalisation of tender, work / supply order shall be issued by the District
Collector. The works shall be executed by adopting the Tamil Nadu Transparency in Tenders
Act 1998 and Rules 2000 and also as per the provisions of table | of notification Il in the Tamil
Nadu Panchayats (Preparation of plans and estimate of works and mode and conditions of
contracts) Rules, 2007 vide G.0.(Ms).No.203 RD&PR (PR.1) Department dated:20.12.2007
and amendments issued in this regard vide G.0.Ms.111, Rural Development and Panchayat
Raj Department, Dated.21.08.2018.

All the maintenance / repair works within a school shall be treated as one work for
tendering purpose. For example, 1 school building repair, 1 toilet building repair, 1 kitchen
shed building repair will be grouped into one package and the tender shall be invited for the
package. Separate tenders should be called for each of the new works such as toilet and

water supply works.
7. Funds:
i) The total allocation for the School Infrastructure Development Scheme in the Budget
Estimate for the year 2021-22 is Rs.115.78 crore.

i) A separate Bank Account has to be opened in the name of District Collector /
Chairman, District Rural Development Agency to implement the Scheme.
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i) In the earlier instances (ie) during 2019-20 and 2020-21, the amount required for the
Revamped Comprehensive School Infrastructure Development Scheme has been met
out from the capital Grant fund - 20% State Level component.

iv) Likewise, for the year 2021-22, proposed amount of Rs.115.78 crore shall be met from
out of the Capital Grant fund (20%) earmarked for State Level component.

V) This amount of Rs.115.78 crore may be deducted at the Directorate level and the same
may be appropriated to the section concerned dealing with the School Infrastructure
Development Scheme in the Directorate.

vi) This amount of Rs.115.78 crore may be allocated District wise as per the SFC formula.

vii) The fund will be released to the District Collectors from this Directorate based on the
progress reported by the District Collectors.

8. Documentation:

Documentation should be done detailing various processes in the implementation of the
scheme, starting from identification of the works, during execution of works upto the
completion. The Before and after photos and status of completion of works should be recorded
in EMIS. Once the work is over, the fact that the school repair/renovation works has been
completed, the name of the scheme i.e., School Infrastructure Development Scheme
(SIDS) should be prominently displayed in Tamil along with the amount incurred on a portion
of the building renovated. High Resolution photographs should be sent to Directorate of Rural
Development and Panchayat Raj immediately after completion of the works in CD and official
mail id.

The Principal Secretary to Government, Rural Development and Panchayat Raj
Department, in consultation with the Director of Rural Development and Panchayat Raj, is
empowered to modify any of the above guidelines based on exigencies that may arise from

time to time.
