Guidelines for the Implementation of

Member of Legislative Assembly Constituency Development
Scheme (MLACDS) - 2024-2025

1. BACKGROUND

Member of Legislative Assembly Constituency Development Scheme
(MLACDS) was launched during the year 1997-98 with Rs.25 Lakh per constituency
for taking up works to bridge the critical infrastructural gap in the respective MLA
constituencies. The scheme was utilized by the MLA's with enthusiasm and all of
them used this as an opportunity to render service to their constituencies.

The State Government has enhanced the allocation to Rs.35 Lakh per
constituency during the year 1998-1999 and subsequently increased to Rs.50 Lakh
per constituency during the year 1999-2000. Further during the year 2000-2001, the
aliocation has been increased to Rs.77 Lakh per Assembly Constituency.

From the year 2019-20 onwards, the fund allocation under the scheme had
been increased from Rs.2.50 Crore to Rs.3.00 Crore per constituency per year.
Necessary guidelines are issued by the State Government for implementation of the
scheme every year.

2. DEFINITIONS

‘District Administration’ means the District Collector in each District's. In case of
Greater Chennai Corporation, the Commissioner may function as the District
Administration.

‘implementing Agency/Officer’ means the Agency/Officer who executes the works
assigned by the District Administration.

‘Unproposed amount’ means the balance amount pending due to non-
recommendation of works by the Member of Legislative Assembly either partly or
fully.

‘Savings Fund’ means the balance amount after incurring expenditure for the
executed works, which were recommended by the MLA's.

3. FEATURES

3.1 The MLACD scheme is a Plan Scheme fully funded by the Government of
Tamil Nadu. The fund allocation under the scheme is Rs.3.00 Crore per
Constituency for the year 2024-2025.

3.2 MLAs can recommend works within their constituency.

3.3 All works which meets locally felt infrastructure and development needs, with
an emphasis on creation of durable assets in the constituencies are
permissible under MLACDs.
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3.4 There is a greater need to develop areas inhabited by Scheduled Castes and
Scheduled Tribes. In order to give special attention for the infrastructure
development in such areas, MLA’s should recommend every year, works
costing at least 22% (SC-21%, ST-1%) of the MLACDs entitlement for
Scheduled Castes/ Scheduled Tribes habitations and areas predominantly
inhabited by SC/ST population in rural areas and for persons living in slums in
urban areas. If Scheduled Tribe population is not available in certain districts,
works costing 22% should be allocated to the areas predominantly inhabitated
by Scheduled Caste persons.

4, RECOMMENDATION/SANCTION OF THE WORKS:

4.1 Each MLA should recommend works for the entire allocation afier issue of
guidelines for this financial year to the concerned District Administration.

4.2 In addition, MLAs can also recommend works from the savings fund of the
financial years 2021-2022, 2022-2023 and 2023-2024.

4.3 Out of the 3.00 Crore allocated for each Legislative Assembly Constituency,
the Member of the Legislative Assembly can choose one or more works
identified as important works and can give preference to them according to
his/her choice under any of the following categories in rural and urban areas:-

a. Based on the need, one Smart Class Room each may be provided to the
Government Panchayat Union Primary and Middle Schools.

b. Construction of new buildings for Class Rooms can also be taken up
based on the needs in the Panchayat Union Primary and Middle Schools,
Government High and Higher Secondary Schools.

¢. Toilet facilities to Government Girls High and Higher secondary schools.

d. Construction of Anganwadi Buildings / Noon Meal Centres / Noon Meal
Kitchen Sheds and Anganwadi Baby friendly Toilets in Government

Schoais.

e. In addition to the Assembly Constituency Office Buildings, an order had
been issued with special permission for construction of Visitors Waiting
Shed and Computer Room for e-Service Center from the MLACD Scheme
Fund for the year 2023-24 at the rate of Rs.21 lakh per Constituency for
211 Constituency at a total cost of Rs.4431.00 lakh. (vide G.O.M.s.No.138,
Rural Development & Panchayat Raj (SGS-1) Department, Dated:-
17.11.2023.)

In this case, if the work of the office buildings of the Legislative
assembly member's constituency in addition to the visitors waiting shed
and computer room for the e-service center is not carried out during the
financial year 2023-24, then special permission is given once to carry out
these works in the financial year 2024-2025.

f. Purchase of furniture and equipments for Government Primary, Middle,
High and Higher Secondary Schools.



5. IMPLEMENTATION:

51 The District Administration should verify each proposal before according
administrative sanction.

5.2 The District Administration shall make the selection of an appropriate
Implementing Agency/Officer who would execute the work.

5.3 All recommended eligible works should be sanctioned within 30 days from the
date of receipt of the recommendation, after following due procedures. The
District Administration shall, however, inform the MLAs regarding rejection, if
any, within 15 days from the date of receipt of recommendations, with reasons
thereof.

5.4 An overall allocation of 22% of the total allocation under MLACD should be
made for areas predominantly inhabited by SC/ST popuiation in rural areas
and for persons living in slums in urban areas.

5.5 The execution of works / procurement of materials shall be undertaken strictly
as per the Tamil Nadu Transparency in Tenders Act, 1998 and the Tamil
Nadu Transparency in Tenders Rules 2000.

5.6 The Member of the Legislative Assembly may prioritize and choose the works
referred to in paragraph 4.

5.7 The Member of Legislative Assembly can choose any work of their choice not
falling within the following ‘negative list / prohibited works’.

6. NEGATIVE LIST / PROHIBITED WORKS

The following works under the ‘Negative list / prohibited works’ cannot
be taken up under the MLACD scheme unless specifically included in the
exceptions:

6.1 Construction of office buildings and residential buildings for Central and State
Government  Departments, Co-operative  Societies, Public  Sector
Undertakings and Societies.

Exceptions:
(i) Construction of Direct Procurement Centers, Milk Producers, Co-operative

Societies, Bulk Milk Chilling Centers.

(i} Construction of Maintenance Sheds, Compound Walls and Concrete Flooring,
Crew rest room and Toilet facilities for Bus depots of State Transport
undertakings.

(i) Construction of Public Distribution Shop buildings.

6.2 Creation of Assets for individual / family benefits and carrying out renovation,
maintenance and repair works thereon.

6.3 Purchase of all movable items, equipments and furniture.

Purchase of furniture and equipments for Government Schools, Local body
Schools, Adi Dravidar Welfare Schools, Kallar Reclamation Schools,
Government Coileges, Government Hostels and Government Hospitals,
Government ITl, Government Polytechnic Colleges. The total expenditure
under this head should not exceed Rs.25 lakh per year.

Purchase of aids and appliances for differently abled persons as per the
guidelines issued in G.0.(1D) No.405, Rural Development and Panchayat Raj
(8GS-1) Department, dated 17.08.2010 and Government Letter (1D) No.653,
dated 31.12.2012 of Rural Development and Panchayat Raj Department for
the value of Rs.5 lakh.

Purchase of CP chair for Polio and stroke attacked persons and purchase of
Learning Kits for mentally challenged children in Government special schools.

Purchase of physical exercise equipments for the physical fithess centre /
Gymnasium belonging to the local bodies. These equipments will be the asset
of the concerned local body.

Any life saving drugs for children (less than 18 years) subject to the condition
that it is not available in Government Hospital / Tamil Nadu Medical Services
Corporation (TNMSC) supply and such that total expenditure under this head
should not exceed Rs.5 lakh per year.

All Works involving Commercial establishments / Units.

Grants and loans, contribution to any Central Government and State
Government/ UT Relief Funds.

Acquisition of land or any compensation for land acquired.
Reimbursement of any type of completed or partly completed works or items.
All works involving revenue expenditure and recurring expenditure.

Works within the places of religious worship and on land belonging to or
owned by religious faiths / groups.

6.10 Desilting of Ponds, Ooranies, Rivers, Tanks, Canals, Channels and the like

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7. FUND RELEASE AND FINANCIAL MANAGEMENT

Based on Annual Budget Estimate Provided by the Government, the Director of
Rural Development and Panchayat Raj, shall draw and disburse the fund to all the
districts.

In case of death or resignation or disqualification of an MLA, the works which were
recommended and sanctioned have to be completed. The Unproposed amount shall
be allocated fo the successor MLA.

Funds Non-Lapsable: Funds released to the District Administration is non-lapsable
within the Assembly tenure. Funds left in the district can be carried forward for
utilization in the subsequent years for each MLA within the Assembly tenure.

The Director of Rural Development shall maintain a bank account at the state level
(Single Nodal Account) for the MLACD Scheme. The Funds will be released to the
Districts from the Single Nodal Account.

The District Administration should release funds from the SNA bank account
maintained at the State level o the Implementing agencies/ Officers.

Disbursement of MLACD Scheme funds by the District Administration and
Implementing agencies/ Officers into any bank accounts or State Government
treasury account is prohibited.

The District Administration and Implementing agencies/ Officers are prohibited from
opening or maintaining any bank account for the MLACD Scheme.

8. ACCOUNTING PROCEDURE

Recommendation shall be obtained from the Member of Legislative Assembly
for the unproposed amount and administrative sanction shall be given. After
execution of works and making all payments, the balance amount shail be
considered as Savings fund.

After the expiry of the Legislative Assembly, the unproposed amount, savings
fund and interest in the account of the Member of Legislative Assembly shall
not be used by the Member of Legislative Assembly of the next tenure for
implementation of works. The amount shall be remitted in the appropriate State
Government Head of account.

The District Administration shall maintain Cash Book and other Books of
Accounts as per the State Government procedure.

On completion of a work, the Implementing Agency/officers shall furnish a work
completion report within 15 days to the concerned District Administration.

The District Administration shall sanction and release the fund for the executed
works through Single Nodal Account (SNA) on scrutinizing the completion
report.

The District Administration will furnish Utilization Certificate every year to the
Directorate of Rural Development and Panchayat Raj.



9. MONITORING

9.1 Roles and Responsibilities of the District Administration

The District Administration will be responsible for overall coordination and
supervision of the works under the scheme.

The District Administration (The District Collector, The Additional Collector
(Dev.)/Project Director, The Executive Engineer(RD)) should carry out
regular field level inspections, resolve the site disputes, give. special
attention to start the “not started works”, ensuring the quality of the works
and expedite the completion of works with in the stipulated time.

The District Administration should ensure at least 22% of the total funds
of the MLACD Scheme are implemented for the benefit of the SC/ST
population in rural areas and slums in the urban areas.

Constituency wise asset register for the list of Assests created under
MLACD Scheme should be maintained by the concerned District Rural
Development Agency.

Assets created under the MLACD Scheme should be handed over to the
concerned Department / beneficiary following due procedure.

All works carried out under MLACD Scheme should be entered in the
www.tnrd.qov.in website as soon as administrative sanction is accorded
and Work ID should be generated for each work.

9.2 Roles and Responsibilities of the Implementing Agencies/ Officers:

It wilt be the responsibility of the officers of the Implementing agencies/
Officers to regularly visit the works sites to ensure that the works are
progressing satisfactorily.

A works register should also be maintained by the Implementing
agencies/ Officers showing details of the physical and financial progress
of projects being undertaken by them. This register should also contain
the details of field visits made by the Implementing agencies/Officers The
Implementing Agencies/Officers must inspect 100% of the MLACDS
waorks.

The officials of the implementing agencies/ Officers should accompany
with the officers of the district administration (the District Collector,
Additional Collector (Dev.)/Project Director, District Rural Development
Agency, Executive Engineer (Rural Development)) during their inspection
and provide necessary details and co-operate during their field inspection.

The defects identified by the officers of the District Administration during
the field inspection should be immediately rectified and a report on the
same should be submitted to the District Collector within 15 days.

The Implementing agencies/ Officers shall furnish completion report with
High Resolution GPS-Photos to the District Administration within 15 days
of completion of the works.
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10.APPLICATION OF THE GUIDELINES

These guidelines will come into force with immediate effect and it will
supersede the earlier guidelines and instructions issued there under. The
Principal Secretary to Government, Rural Development and Panchayat Raj
Department is empowered to modify any part of these guidelines in consultation
with the Director of Rural Development and Panchayat Raj based on the
exigencies that may arise from time to time in the implementation of the Scheme.
